
CHURCHILL NORTHERN STUDIES CENTRE
· The CNSC was established in 1976 and is northern Canada’s largest independent, non‑profit research and education facility. 

· In 1985, the CNSC located to the former rocket range, 23 kilometres east of Churchill.

· The centre is involved in a variety of education and research initiatives including documenting climate change, polar bear health, biodiversity, wildlife population cycles and water quality.

· Each year, approximately 125 scientists from more than 22 universities and 10 government departments from across Canada and abroad utilize the centre, along with 600 members of the public participating in university courses, learning vacations, naturalist tours and youth educational programs.

· The CNSC currently has an annual operating budget of $1.2 million, has six full-time staff and 10 part-time and seasonal employees, and is governed by a 16‑member board.  Staff and researchers at the centre are active in the community and continue to be important players in the province’s Northern Development Strategy, a long‑term plan that identifies opportunities to develop both human and natural resources in the north.

· The province, through Manitoba Advanced Education and Literacy, provides $120,000 per year to the CNSC for operations support.

· Architectural designs and engineering plans have been prepared for a construction start this year on the CNSC’s new, highly modern facilities that will include well-equipped laboratories, classrooms and storage facilities required by research users.  The new building is being designed to a target of LEED Platinum and will be both energy efficient and economical to operate.  
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
