Backgrounder

· Schweitzer-Mauduit Canada (SMC) is a wholly owned subsidiary of Schweitzer-Mauduit International.

· SMC employs 45 full-time and 26 seasonal workers in Manitoba. 

· The company spends over $8 million per year on goods, services and wages in Manitoba.

· The company annually produces approximately 30,000 tons of tow (bast fibre for pulp and paper) that it ships to its parent company’s specialty paper mill in New Jersey.

· SMC also produces approximately 50,000 to 60,000 tons of flax shives that is used for horse bedding, soil erosion control and biofuel.
