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DESTINATION – SPORT & COMMUNITY FITNESS

Construction of new world-class facilities will build on the strengths of the Max Bell Centre, Investors Group Athletic Centre and new indoor soccer complex.  Once complete, this sports infrastructure will position the institution as a leader in athletic and community development.  
Frank Kennedy Centre:

The Frank Kennedy Physical Education Centre is the focus of the university's athletic programs and home to the Faculty of Kinesiology and Recreation Management. Inside are the swimming pool, gymnasia, classrooms and other athletic support services. Frank Kennedy was the first director of physical education and a leader in physical education in the province. 

Max Bell Centre: 

Named after a leading western Canadian businessman, who made a life-long commitment to fitness and sports, the Max Bell Centre houses a year-round ice rink, an indoor track and field area, and a research centre for athletic performance. 

Investors Group Athletic Centre: 

The Investors Group Athletic Centre was constructed for the 1999 Pan-American Games during which it served as the site of judo, wrestling and gymnastics competitions.  The 70,000 square foot building, located just north of Max Bell Centre, features a fully retractable seating area for over 3,000 spectators, an athletic therapy unit, high quality acoustics and many other attractions. It is the permanent home of the Canadian national basketball and volleyball teams, and is the site of U of M convocations. 

Indoor Soccer Complex:

With this new 105,000 square foot complex, Winnipeg will be among only a handful of Canadian cities that have an indoor soccer facility that operates throughout the year.  Scheduled to open in fall, 2008, it will feature four indoor playing fields, dressing rooms, viewing stands, pro-shop, restaurant and lobby.  The facility will be funded jointly by the University of Manitoba, City of Winnipeg, Province of Manitoba, Government of Canada and the Winnipeg Soccer Federation.

The clear-span design of the facility will provide flexibility in the number of available playing fields and provide the flexibility to subdivide larger fields to accommodate a wide range of ages and abilities.  Although soccer will be the priority, other field-type sports will also be able to take advantage of the facility. Total attendance is estimated at 250,000 per year.    Top of Form
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
