

FETAL ALCOHOL SPECTRUM DISORDER INITIATIVES IN MANITOBA
Manitoba continues to invest in a range of FASD initiatives that focus on prevention, diagnosis and support for affected individuals and families.  Last year, the province provided $10.6 million in programs and resources including:

· the expansion of the Insight Mentoring Program (formerly called Stop FASD), a three-year program for women who have used alcohol or drugs during pregnancy;

· enhanced diagnostic services at the Manitoba FASD Centre and the Manitoba FASD Network;

· Project CHOICES, a pilot project aimed at reducing alcohol-exposed pregnancies;

· FASD research projects and support for community-based organizations;

· universal screening for alcohol use during pregnancy;

· outreach teams that work with Winnipeg families that have a child with an FASD diagnosis;

· Spectrum Connections, which supports youth and adults as they live independently in the community;

· FASD specialists who work with every child welfare authority in the province;

· the Visions and Voices program, which helps adults with FASD talk about their experiences;

· a program that helps youth in the justice system with suspected FASD access diagnosis and other resources; and

· funding to schools to support the learning needs of students with FASD.
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
