
HISTORICAL FIRE DATA
· Since 1914, the total number of fires recorded by Manitoba Conservation has ranged from a high of 1,226 in 1989 to a low of 106 in 1918.

· Since 1914, the amount of land burned due to forest fires has ranged from a high of 3,567,947 hectares in 1989 to a low of 2,491 hectares in 1966.

· In the last decade, the most severe year was in 2003 when 1,214 fires were reported to have burned over 900,000 hectares of land. 

· Last year was the mildest fire season since the 1950s.  A total of 184 fires were reported with 2,872 hectares of burned.  The majority of these fires were human caused.

· Since 2000, the average number of fires has been approximately 498 per summer.  Since 1914, the annual average has been approximately 421.
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
