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Makoonsag/Urban Circle Training Centre

The Manitoba government is providing over $1.4 million in funding support toward the programming associated with Makoonsag Intergenerational Children’s Centre.

· 52 new child-care spaces including 12 infant and 40 preschool spaces;
· use of the early learning and child-care centre as a unique demonstration site for teaching early childhood education with a focus on intergenerational learning;
· delivery of the two-year Early Childhood Education Diploma Training Program and a new introductory course for child-care assistants in partnership with Red River College;
· an intergenerational approach that includes cultural teachings and ceremonies; and 

· the development of a unique community green space.

Lord Selkirk Park Towers/Manidoo Gi Minni Gonaan

The province is providing $3.1 million from Manitoba Housing and Community Development, Manitoba Family Services and Consumer Affairs, and Healthy Child Manitoba to support work with community partners, provide supports and offer programming for families in Lord Selkirk Park.  Components include:

· renovation of the ground floor of Lord Selkirk Park Tower to accommodate a family resource centre and an enriched early childhood development (ECD) centre;
· 47 new child-care spaces including 16 infant, 16 preschool and 15 school-age spaces for the new ECD centre; and

· resources to support and enrich programming for parents, children, families and the  community of Lord Selkirk Park.

SISTARS/Eagle Wing Early Education Centre
A $1.5-million investment in a child-care centre, community resource centre and the stabilization of the historic Barber House including:

· a total of 44 child-care spaces (12 infant and 32 preschool) including 16 brand new spaces, at the recently opened early learning and child-care centre;
· community wellness room; and
· restoration of Barber House with future program plans in development.
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Mount Carmel Clinic/Anne Ross Day Nursery

A $472,000 investment in an expanded early learning and child-care centre, and critical outreach education to the community including;

· eight more preschool spaces at its current site;

· an additional 16 new infant spaces tied to a new pregnancy and parenting support program aimed at helping women involved with substance abuse during the critical developmental period from conception to three years of age; and

· co-ordination with services at Mount Carmel Clinic including doctors, perinatal nurses, dieticians and social workers, and programming focused on self-care, preparing for baby, parenting, counselling and more.
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
