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BLOODVEIN FIRST NATION PLANNING AREA 
The traditional-use planning area covers an area of approximately 3,914 square kilometres and is divided into four zones:

· The 1,326-square-kilometre Kichinatagon Special Management Zone provides a high level of boreal forest protection by prohibiting future industrial development including logging, mining and the development of oil, gas, and hydroelectric facilities.  Culturally or spiritually significant sites will be given extra protection.

· The 846-square-kilometre Bloodvein Local Community Resource Zone ensures the natural landscape is maintained while also allowing development that meets the community’s needs such as community-based sustainable forestry, distribution transmission lines, the all-season road corridor and associated quarry leases and withdrawal area, as well as traditional and recreational uses.  Future developments, such as limited peat extraction, will be explored under Bloodvein First Nation’s guidance and without disruption to caribou herds.

· The 681-square-kilometre Bloodvein First Nation Commercial Development Zone will allow commercial forestry and resource developments established through joint projects with the First Nation, as well as an upgraded transmission line or new distribution lines to the community.  It also includes the all-season road corridor and associated quarry leases and withdrawal areas.  

· Approximately 1,061 square kilometres of Atikaki Provincial Park and the Bloodvein Canadian Heritage River are protected and included in the planning area.  The community will work with Manitoba Conservation to manage activities in the park.
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
