

COMMUNITY UNEMPLOYED HELP CENTRE
The Community Unemployed Help Centre (CUHC) is a non-profit organization established in 1980 to help unemployed workers obtain the employment insurance benefits to which they are entitled.  Today, CUHC provides information, advice and representation to workers who have been denied employment insurance benefits and wish to appeal.  The centre also engages in social policy and public interest advocacy, and carries out public education activities in regard to employment insurance (EI) and unemployment. 

CUHC assists over 1,100 individuals annually, wins over 80 per cent of its EI appeals and returns over $1 million per year to the clients it represents.  The centre is funded by the Province of Manitoba, United Way of Winnipeg and the Manitoba Law Foundation, with additional financial support provided by Manitoba unions and individual donors. 
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
