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MANITOBA’S FOSTER CARE SYSTEM
· The province will add 24 new emergency group-home beds in the next month.
· There are about 4,800 foster families across the province, of which about 800 were recruited last year. 

· With an annual increase of more than $1 million, effective Oct. 1, 2012, Manitoba foster families have seen the basic child maintenance rate increase by almost 25 per cent since 2006.   

· Since 2006, the province has more than doubled child-welfare funding to about 
$425 million a year including adding more than 230 new positions to support workload in child protection. 
· In 2011-12, there were 434 young people over the age of 18 who received extensions of care in order to pursue employment or education related goals, a six-fold increase over the number of extensions granted in 2006.
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
