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NEW PROVINCIAL CODE OF CONDUCT

PROVISIONS

The new regulation contains the following provisions:

· confirms the disciplinary authority of the principal over the conduct of pupils while they are at school;
· confirms the disciplinary authority of the principal over pupils of the school in terms of their conduct towards one another on their way to and from school, and while being transported via school bus;
· confirms the disciplinary authority of the principal to address student unacceptable conduct including bullying, cyberbullying and abuse of a student by another;
· a school’s discipline and behaviour management policies, including consequences for unacceptable conduct as are set out in the code of conduct, must be consistent with directives set out by the minister regarding appropriate disciplinary consequences for unacceptable conduct;
· interventions and disciplinary consequences must be appropriate given the severity of the conduct and must take into account the pupil’s state of development;
· the discipline and behaviour management policies of a school will set out the protocols for notifying parents when their child becomes the subject of disciplinary action;
· restates the suspension powers of teachers, principals and superintendents, the reporting of such suspensions and the limitations on suspension authority; and
· restates the appeal process available to parents whose child has been suspended and the authority of the school board to confirm or modify the suspension or reinstate the pupil.
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
