Since 2013, capital projects to support smaller classes include:

· a two-classroom addition at Meadows School, a two-classroom renovation at George Fitton School and a two-classroom addition at Waverly Park School in the Brandon School Division;

· a five-classroom addition at Niverville Elementary School, a four-classroom addition at Mitchell School and South Oaks Elementary, a two-classroom addition at Blumenort School and a one-classroom renovation at Blumenort School, Kleefeld School and Niverville Elementary School in the Hanover School Division;

· a one-classroom renovation at Archwood School in the Louis Riel School Division;

· a three-classroom addition at École Centrale, a two-classroom renovation at Harold Hatcher School and a two-classroom addition at John De Graff School in the River East/Transcona School Division;

· one-classroom renovations at École Assiniboine, École Bannatyne and École Robert Browning, École Assiniboine and Crestview School in the St. James-Assiniboia School Division;

· a three-classroom addition at R.F. Morrison School in the Seven Oaks School Division;
