
SAFETYAID IN MANITOBA

In 2003, SafetyAid  was launched in parts of Winnipeg as a joint pilot project between Manitoba Justice, Manitoba Health and Healthy Living, the Seniors and Healthy Aging Secretariat, the Winnipeg Police Service and Age & Opportunity.  The program features experienced tradespeople in a clearly marked van, who conduct home safety audits and install safety devices in the homes of low income seniors.

Through a SafetyAid audit, seniors can also learn easy ways to prevent falls by using non-skid bathmats, nightlights, flashlights, ice-grip tips for canes, salt for sidewalks and safety treads and fluorescent tape for stairs.  Under the program, these items are offered to eligible seniors at no cost.  As well, a falls-prevention training and information video was developed and distributed throughout the province.
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
