
THE HALAL AND KOSHER BEEF MARKET
· Manitoba’s Jewish population is approximately 15,500.  The majority lives in Winnipeg.  

· The largest proportions of Canada’s Jewish population live in Toronto (38 per cent) and Montreal (23 per cent).

· The kosher beef market in Canada is estimated at $130 million based on national production and sales servicing approximately 400,000 Jews and kosher-product consumers of non-Jewish faith. 

· Manitoba’s Muslim population is approx 10,000 people.  

· There are approximately one million Muslims currently in Canada.  

· The number of Muslims in Canada is expected to increase to 1.42 million by 2017, a 42 per cent increase.  

· The majority of Muslims in Canada live in Ontario (61 per cent) and Quebec (19 per cent).  

· The total halal meat market in Canada is estimated at $214 million, of which $80 million is the estimated size of the beef market.

· Most of current supply of halal and kosher beef provided from within Canada is from Cargill, Prairie Halal, St. Helen’s and Ryding Regency packers situated in Central Canada.  The market is also served by a limited amount of imports of Uruguayan, New Zealand and Australian beef.
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
