QUICK FACTS 

· The new Tuition Rebate Advance comes into effect Aug. 31.

· At that time, the Manitoba’s 60 per cent Tuition Fee Income Tax Rebate will be enhanced to allow students who are residents of Manitoba to claim up to five per cent of their tuition each year before they graduate. 

· The maximum annual advance limit is $250 in 2010, increasing to $500 in 2011 and all subsequent years, and a lifetime maximum advance limit of $5,000. 

· Students can claim either the new five per cent Tuition Rebate Advance or the 60 per cent Tuition Fee Income Tax Rebate in one year (one or the other, but not both).

· Any Tuition Rebate Advances students receive while in study will reduce the life time maximum rebate of $25,000 under the 60 per cent Tuition Fee Income Tax Rebate program following graduation.

· These enhancements eliminate the requirement for students to earn income, since refundable tax credits provide claimants with a refund if they have little or no income.

· The Tuition Rebate Advance is only available to students and is not transferable. 

· Both the Tuition Rebate and the Manitoba Tuition Fee Income Tax Rebate programs do not affect a student’s eligibility to Manitoba Student Aid programs.
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
