The parent-friendly report card, developed in consultation with parents, teachers and educational partners, offers a consistency in language and format for parents, teachers and students across the province.

A clear grading scale on the front page will help parents identify their child’s level of achievement.
 SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h 
There will be three report card templates:  grades 1 to 6, grades 7 and 8, and grades 9 to 12.

 SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h 
Student achievement  in grades 1 to 8 will be reported using a four-point scale by subject category, making it easier for parents to see areas of strength and where their children needs more help.

 SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h 
Overall grades for students in grades 7 to 12 will be marked as a percentage.  The front page of the report card will clearly state the level of achievement associated with the percentage score.

 SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h 
There will be a clear indication when a student is following programming that differs in any way from grade-level learning goals, with an indicator box that is checked off and a comment that will appear in the teacher comment area.

Learning behaviours in grades 1 to 6 will be reported on an overall basis and in grades 7 to12 learning will be reported on a subject-by-subject basis.

There will be options to tailor the report card to suit local community needs and interests.

There will be the ability to add as many optional courses as needed for programming in a school, with reporting following the same format as for the required subjects.

There will be a comment area for the principal to use to address any specific achievements of the student.
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
