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CAHRD is a non-profit human resource development organization that delivers education, training and employment services to the urban Aboriginal population in Winnipeg.
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HOMEWorks! Een Dah Aung Rental and Cooperative Housing Program funding of $3,036,378 was provided for the Neeginan Village Phase II project for the construction of a 15-unit townhouse-style complex consisting of two buildings located at 145 and 149 Higgins Ave. in the South Point Douglas neighbourhood.  
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This project provides affordable housing to low-income Aboriginal families.  All 15 units are three‑bedroom, 13 are visitable and two are fully accessible.  Rents are set at current median market rates of $1,100.  Rent supplements have been approved for up to 15 units over a 15-year period.
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The total capital costs for the project were $4,274,468.  Funding of $294,747 was provided by the City of Winnipeg through the multi-family grant program.  CAHRD contributed equity in the form of land valued at $165,000.  Mortgage financing of $856,600 was secured to cover the remaining capital costs.
