IN WESTERN MANITOBA
· Oak Lake / RM of Sifton – new regional waste-water lagoon that will treat waste water to current regulations.
· RM of Pipestone – expansion of rural water pipeline within the municipality with water to be purchased from the RM of Wallace.
· Southwest Regional Water Co-op – water plant upgrade including additional membrane treatment capacity to meet current and future water demands.
· Virden – phase one of upgrading for a new waste-water treatment plant is under construction.  The Town of Virden has applied to Build Canada for phase two funding. 

· RM of Wallace – emergency power gensets and Supervisory Control and Data Acquisition (SCADA) system will manage and monitor the Wallace/Pipestone regional water supply system.  

· Wawanesa – new waste-water lagoon to replace a malfunctioning waste-water mechanical plant. 

· RM of Miniota – waste-water lagoon expansion to meet new nutrient reduction limits and capacity for future population growth. 

· Neepawa – new water supply well to meet water demands in the town. 

· Rapid City – rural water pipeline connecting the town to the RM of Odanah rural pipeline system. The town will have a compliant water system and be able to meet future water demands. 

· Russell – groundwater study to identify a new groundwater source for the town to meet current and future water demands in an amalgamated municipality. 

· RM of Woodworth – upgrades to existing water system include a new water treatment plant, radio-frequency water metering system and lift station upgrades for Kenton.  
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
