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MANITOBA WATER SERVICES BOARD PROJECTS 
IN THE INTERLAKE AREA

· Village of Dunnottar – Addition of a passive filter nutrient removal system to reduce nutrients in waste-water effluent being discharged to Lake Winnipeg.  Project was completed in 2014.
· RM of Rockwood – Waste-water lagoon expansion for the community of Balmoral to meet future growth and comply with new waste-water regulations for nutrient reduction.  Project was completed in 2014.

· City of Selkirk – City required a supplemental water supply to meet future water demands.  Environmental approval and water rights licensing will be initiated in 2015. 

· RM of West St. Paul – This $4-million project funded by the Manitoba Water Services Board will help connect the RMs of West St. Paul and St. Andrews’ waste-water systems to the City of Winnipeg North End Water Treatment Plant, expanding upon the $12-million project funded under the Building Canada Fund – Communities Component.  Construction is underway and expected to be completed by August 2015.
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
