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MANITOBA’S CANCER STRATEGY
The IN SIXTY initiative has resulted in the expansion of community cancer programs into 
17 cancer hubs with enhanced services in Winnipeg, rural and northern Manitoba.  This has resulted in better co-ordination for patients as staff work with the patients, families, primary care providers, surgeons and other members of the health-care team to help co-ordinate diagnostic testing and referral to a cancer specialist.
Navigators at each hub work with staff to help patients through specific diagnostic requirements, identification of delays and timely testing and care as needed.
Primary care providers or any other health-care professional can refer patients to navigation services.  Patients and families can also contact navigation services directly for more information about a cancer diagnosis, treatment or followup care. 
Cancer hubs in Manitoba include Boundary Trails, Steinbach, Brandon, Dauphin, Selkirk, Thompson, The Pas, Winnipeg, Portage la Prairie, Neepawa, Russell, Hamiota, Deloraine, Swan River, Gimli, Pinawa and Flin Flon.
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
