CentrePort Canada is part of Winnipeg, a major manufacturing centre and capital city, and connected to three class I, intercontinental railways (BNSF Railway, Canadian National and Canadian Pacific); an international trucking hub with direct links to interstate highways; and a major 24/7 cargo airport – the James Armstrong Richardson International Airport. 
CentrePort is also centrally located at the hub of established trade gateways heading in all geographical directions: south to the United States, Mexico, Central and South America; west to China and the Pacific Rim; east to Europe, the Middle East and Asia; and north to Arctic communities, Europe and the Middle East. http://www.centreportcanada.ca
