	A three-year, intensive home-visitation program designed for women who have used alcohol and drugs heavily throughout their pregnancy.

	A range of services provided to families facing the behavioural, social, emotional and cognitive challenges of raising children with FASD.

	FASD Research Grant
	Support of the development of a research agenda in Manitoba.

	FASD Initiatives
	A significant ongoing commitment by the Healthy Child Manitoba Office to a number of FASD initiatives such as: 
· Canada Northwest Fetal Alcohol Spectrum Disorder Partnership (CNFASDP) ($20,000) – A partnership between the four western provinces and three territories to share knowledge, expertise and resources to prevent FASD and support individuals already affected.

· FASD Research Network ($80,800) – As a member of the CNFASDP, Manitoba’s commitment to a research network designed to facilitate linkages among researchers in the partner jurisdictions, secure more funding for FASD research in these jurisdictions and promote research that will inform policy development in this area.

· FASD Training Strategy ($60,000) – Supports the development of an FASD provincial training strategy.

	Coalition on Alcohol and Pregnancy
	A coalition comprised of parents, service providers, community organizations and representatives from government that meet to share information, resources, co-ordinate activities and plan together to address issues related to FASD.

	FASD Information Manitoba
	A toll-free FASD information and support line for parents, caregivers, women with addictions and professionals on issues related to alcohol use in pregnancy and the care and support of individuals affected.  This initiative also receives $30,000 from Health Canada.

	Screening for Alcohol Use in Pregnancy
	A universal screen for alcohol use during pregnancy.  Questions about alcohol use during pregnancy were added in January 2003 to the Families First Screen conducted by public health nurses.

	FASD in the Classroom
	A co-ordinated response designed to ascertain best academic and behavioural approaches for students with FASD at David Livingston School.

	Project CHOICES
	A new prevention initiative aimed at reducing alcohol exposed pregnancies.  It includes information and a brief motivational intervention with women and adolescent girls who are not yet pregnant but at high risk of an alcohol exposed pregnancy.

	Increased addictions treatment capacity for women.

	Telediagnostic Clinic
	Supports for a co-ordinator position in Thompson for the Fetal Alcohol Support Team that co-ordinates diagnostic service in the north.

	Support to families raising children with a diagnosis of FASD provided by this Winnipeg-based program.
	$   135,000

	Spectrum Connections 
	Specialized supports for transitional youth and adults to live as independently as possible in the community.

	Provision by specialists in each child and family services authority of policy, program and case-management support on the issue of FASD to staff of their authority and its agencies.

	InSight Mentoring Program expansion 
	Expansion of the InSight Mentoring Program to Flin Flon, Portage la Prairie and Dauphin.

	S.O.S MB 
	A respite camp for children with FASD offered one Saturday a month for children aged three to 12 in Winnipeg, Brandon, Thompson and Little Grand Rapids.  The camps will support up to 72 children a year to develop healthy social and problem-solving skills.

	CAP Co-ordinator
	A co-ordinator for the Coalition on Alcohol and Pregnancy (CAP).
	$     15,000

	FASD Youth Accommodation Counsel
	A position which helps facilitates more positive interactions for youth with FASD as they interact with the justice system.

	Improved services and access for women with addictions.

	Creation of capacity to provide FASD diagnostic services to children and adolescents through FASD co-ordinator positions in Manitoba regional health authorities.

	Enhancement of children’s diagnostic services and creating capacity to provide FASD diagnostic services to adolescents throughout Manitoba.

	Youth Justice Program
	A program which moves youth suspected of having FASD through the diagnostic, sentencing and post-sentencing processes with supports.

	Training youth corrections staff
	Training for staff in youth corrections facilities on working with incarcerated youth with FASD.

	Low-incidence Funding
	Provision of funding on a per-student basis to support students in the classroom with special needs.  This amount reflects funding that specifically supports children with a diagnosis of FASD.*
