
WRAPP FUND PROJECTS
Resource Conservation Manitoba - $11,800 to host a two-day symposium for stakeholders in the Winnipeg capital region interested in using composting to manage the organic component of municipal solid waste.

Resource Conservation Manitoba - $125,000 to support the Environmental Speakers’ Bureau which provides classroom presentations and teachers kits on sustainability topics, increasing composting quality, providing activities and knowledge through the Community Action on Composting Program, and organizing Waste Reduction Week activities in Manitoba. 

Rural Municipality of Louise - $12,000 to assist with the purchase of a baler for the Louise Integrated Waste Management System.

Russell Memorial Arena Commission - $25,000 to assist with the costs of deconstructing the Dauphin arena and transporting the reclaimed wood to Russell.  The Town of Russell plans to reuse the wood in several downtown revitalization projects.

University of Manitoba, Natural Resources Institute - $12,440 to implement a holistic Métis-specific waste-management system at the Manitoba Métis Federation Offices in Winnipeg.
